for Excellence in Teaching

John Ishiyama, professor
of political science,

received special recogni-
tion from Gov. Bob Holden
during the 2003
Governor’s Award for
Excellence in Teaching
Luncheon held in
Springfield, Mo.

Ishiyama was one of 69
outstanding faculty mem-
bers, each representing a
Missouri college or univer-
sity, to be recognized for
his commitment to excel-
lent education for Missouri
citizens. Ishiyama was selected for his
effective teaching and advising, service to
the University, commitment to high stan-
dards of excellence and success in nurtur-
ing student achievement.

Ishiyama began teaching at Truman in
1990. He graduated from Bowling Green

State University in 1982
with a Bachelor of Arts
degree in political science
and history. He earned a
Master’s in Arts degree in
Russian and eastern
European studies in 1985
from the University of
Michigan and a doctorate
in political science from
Michigan State University
in 1992.

He has been nominated
numerous times for
Educator of the Year in
Truman’s student-adminis-

tered program. He has received the
William O’Donnell Lee Advising Award
and the Walker and Doris Allen Fellowship
of Faculty Excellence. He was selected by
the Carnegie Academy for the Scholarship
of Teaching and Learning to become a
Carnegie Scholar this year.

Truman Offers Scholarship of Assessment Grants

The Vice-President’s Advisory Committee
on Assessment is pleased to announce

that Truman Scholarship of Assessment
Grants are available for 2004. Funding for
the grants has been provided in response to
a call from the University community for
improved analysis and use of assessment
data to guide and inform future decisions.
All grant projects are expected to focus on
the use of assessment data.

The grants are directed by two basic
goals: 1) to improve the quality of student
learning and development at Truman, and
2) to enhance the culture of assessment
through faculty and staff participation in
research and scholarship.

The Scholarship of Assessment Grant
guidelines invite proposals that examine
University-wide issues as well as disci-
pline-directed questions. The guidelines
also encourage proposals in a number of
areas, including improving curriculum,
enhancing student success, and improving
current assessment tools.
